If you ask any child or alumni of Aslan one thing that

camps to “Bible Class” and Tutoring. Our innovative
approach to both is what aids in the permanent change we
seek in our student’s hearts and minds.

A
relationship-driven approach means that all we offer is
merely a catalyst to help students understand what is
means to belong to Jesus. In tutoring, each student has
one-on-one attention. Qur hope is not merely to offer
homework aid, but to give students a boost into a love of
learning. One 12-year-old boy told us recently, “I used to
think the work I did here (at tutoring) was boring, but
then I started to do better in school, and that changed
everything.” We know it isn’t just about what we do, but
the personalized approach that really makes the

difference.
